System Administrators: If you are a system administrator installing Doc-To-Help for another user, please note that
Doc-To-Help uses Templates and Themes that are installed by default to specific folders. If the user does not have
permissions to use or update these folders, they will have issues using Doc-To-Help. In order to ensure that the user will
have no issues, please test the installation after it is performed. See Step 5 in the Installation I nstructions on page 2 for
details. For information about where Doc-To-Help stores Templates and Themes during installation, see File Locations

Please note if you are upgrading or moving your Doc-To-Help installation:

If you are upgrading Doc-To-Help, and have customized Doc-To-Help Templates, Themes, and Style Sheets,
Doc-To-Help automatically backs them up for you during installation. Please see File Locations on page 11 for
details. Also, after upgrading, when you open an existing project, Doc-To-Help will notify you that the project
will be upgraded to the new version. Click OK to accept. Use the Rebuild Target button (on the Home tab of
Doc-To-Help) the first time you build the project in the new version.

If you are moving your copy of Doc-To-Help from the computer it is currently installed on to another computer,
you must deactivate the license and uninstall it before beginning the new installation. See Deactivating Doc-To-

If using Doc-To-Help's SharePoint integration, Doc-To-Help collaboration features are compatible with both Microsoft®
SharePoint® 2007 and 2010. SharePoint 2010 is required when publishing Doc-To-Help Targets to a SharePoint Wiki
Library. SharePoint 2010 is recommended when working with Trandation Libraries. Trandation Libraries cannot be
managed in Windows SharePoint Services 3.0, because WSS 3.0 does not support them.

If storing your Team Project in a Team Foundation Server repository, Doc-To-Help supports Microsoft Team
Foundation Server 2008 and 2010.

Installation Instructions

Y our machine setup may require that you be logged in as an Administrator to install new software. If thisisthe case and
you do not have Administrator privileges, consult your system administrator.

1. Insert the Doc-To-Help CD into your CD-ROM drive.

[If Autorun is setup on your system, you can skip this step.] Select and run the Setup.exe file from your CD
drive.

2. Choosethe Install option. Install Doc-To-Help to alocal driveif at al possible; installing to a network drive
can cause issues.

3. Follow the wizard to complete the installation.
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4. Test theinstallation by creating a new project in Doc-To-Help. Thistest should be performed when logged in as
the Doc-To-Help user. (If an administrator has performed the install, they should log out and log back in as the
Doc-To-Help end user before performing the test.)

Installing the DynamicHelp Control (optional)

control has been included with Doc-To-Help at no cost and can be used by software developers to create a dynamic
Help panein any application developed in Microsoft Visual Studio.NET. If you download the control, provide your
software devel opers with the download location, as well as the DynamicHelp serial number you were provided with. I
you would like to see this control in action, check out the Dynamic Help pane of Doc-To-Help.

A few notes about the DynamicHelp control

Please note: If you are not the software developer who will be implementing the DynamicHelp control, please passthis
information along to software devel opment.

e The C1DynamicHelp control can be only be used in the Microsoft Visual Studio (version 2005 or greater)
development environment. (Software developers must have Visual Studio installed to use the control, but end
users of the application developed will not.)

e  The entire ComponentOne Studio for WinForms suite will be installed, however, the serial number you
received is for the DynamicHelp control only.
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e Attheend of theinstall for Studio for WinForms, the installer will prompt you for your serial number. Do not
enter your serial number at thistime, sinceit isasking for a serial number for the entire studio and you only
have a serial number for DynamicHelp.

To activate Dynamic Help, you must activate through Visual Studio following the steps below:
Start a new WinForms project.

Go to the Toolbox.

Select Dynamic Help and add it to the form.

Right-click on the control and choose About.

In the About box, click the Activate button.

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File Locations

When you install Doc-To-Help, the software itself, Doc-To-Help Projects, Templates, Cascading File Sheets, and
Themes will beinstalled by default, in the following locations.

Doc-To-Help Software:

\\Program Files\ComponentOne\DocToHelp

Doc-To-Help Projects:

\\My Documents\My Doc-To-Help Projects (this can be changed in the Options dialog box, on the Files tab (File tab >
Doc-To-Help Options button)

Word Templates:

Templates are stored in Windows® 7 and Vista at:
C:\Users\ (user name)\AppData\Roaming\Microsoft\Templates

Windows® XP at C:\Documents and Settings\(user name)\Application Data\Microsoft\Templ ates.

Y ou can change the default locations of Word Templates in Word using the Options dialog box (Word 2000/2002/2003)
or Word Options (Word 2007+)

Backups: If you upgrade Doc-To-Help, the latest 10 backups of your templates will be stored in a subfolder named
“Backup” of the \Templates folder listed above.

A note on changing your version of Microsoft Word: If you are aWord 2000/2002/2003 user, and you upgrade to
Word 2007/2010 (or vice versa) without reinstalling Doc-To-Help, you will have a problem with your Templates,
because the Templates for 2007/2010 are incompatible with 2000/2002/2003 Templates. The templates for each are
stored here:

Word 2000/2002/2003: \\Program Files\ComponentOne\DocT oHel p\User
Word 2007/2010: \\Program Files\ComponentOne\DocT oHel p\User\Word2007

Copy the templates from the appropriate folder and drop them in the correct \Templates folder for your operating system
(listed above).

Add-Ins for Word:

Doc-To-Help add-ins for Word (C1D2HAuthor.dot and C1D2HEngine.dot) are stored in the Word Startup directory,
usually found at: C:\Users\ (user name)\AppData\Roaming\Microsoft\Word\Startup (but can be changed in Word
Options.)
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Cascading Style Sheets:
\\Program Files\ComponentOne\DocToHel p\Default CSSFil es.

Themes:

\\My Doc-To-Help Projects\Doc-To-Help\Themes. They are stored in individual folders based on Target (output type).
For example, NetHelp 2.0 Themes will be stored here: WMy Doc-To-Help Projects\Doc-To-Help\Themes\NetHel p
2.0\Themes\Name of Theme.
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
